A Flying Take-off for FCRTA's 61st Year

If you were not one of the 80+ members or guests who attended the FCRTA April luncheon meeting at J Liu
in Worthington, you missed a good time. Why? Very good food, very good service and a great program.

The speaker was Bobbie Richards, who along with her husband Bill, are the local directors of the Honor
Flight Columbus program. Bill is a teacher in the Upper Arlington System and Bobbie retired from teaching
to devote more time to the program. The motto of the Honor Flight Network is "Remembering the Past -
Teaching the Future."

The goal of this program is to fly World War Il veterans to Washington, D.C. so that they may view the World
